Lots of us have had ‘The Bug’, a nasty critter which
hangs around in a sneaky ‘yesterday you felt better, today
you don’t’ way and leaves its victims feeling droopy and fed
up. If you've had it, my sympathy, if you haven’t, my congrat-
ulations and what’s the secret!

Still, the camellias are coming out, the bulbs are com-
ing up, and the buds are coming on....

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Dear Friends

Two of the people who used to sit
closest to me in church died after Christmas | *
and this last week it has been my sad honour =
to officiate at each of their funerals, which y
took place just three days apart. Christine
used to sit in the choir stall closest to me
and Brian always sat in the very front pew of the central
isle. They were very different people with apparently
little to connect them apart from Paul church. But revisit-
ing what I said at their funerals I have noticed a similar
theme and have realized in retrospect that they did
share something; a love of life and an ability to derive
joy out of beauty - all be it they may have done so in
different ways.

Christine derived great joy from babies and
animals (particularly cats) and loved any upbeat and
joyful hymns we sang (we ended her funeral with ‘Shine
Jesus Shine’). Hers was an uncomplicated delight, and
her ability to always find joy in the simple things around
her, despite the difficulties in her life, held a lesson to all
of us who can so easily over complicate life.

Brian was an elegant man with a dry wit and a
great love of music and art. His appreciation of beauty
was sophisticated but the pleasure he derived from it
gave him also a joy for living and could also be an
example to most of us.

I think there is a spiritual element to this too.
Creation, creativity and beauty all come from God and so
a love for nature, art and music (and literature, films,
poetry etc.) can all draw us closer to Him and to a sense
of His Love for us.

When on holiday last year Brian sent me a post
card from Tudely Church in Kent depicting one of the
Chagall stained glass windows there which he had gone
to see. In his preface to a book about the Chagall Glass
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Dr Jonathan Sacks, the Chief Rabbi says: "The concept
that Art can add spirituality is something that goes to the
core of all religions” - and I think he means not just
religious art but any work which can lift us beyond
ourselves.

In his poem ‘Postscript’, Seamus Heaney (no
relation) describes an unexpected moment of sublime
beauty which can “catch the heart off guard and blow it
open”. It is a moment which lifts us out of the ordinary
and into the transcendent. A very human moment and
yet a very spiritual moment as well. A moment I believe
which draws us close to God. A place which the Ionian
community would describe as a “thin place” where the
line between harsh reality and the transcendent is so
subtly blurred that for a moment it’s difficult to tell the
difference. A moment in which we are “neither here nor
there”. Heaney speaks of a moment of natural beauty - I
believe Art can do the same.

In Revelation 4:1 it says; “After this I looked, and
there in heaven a door stood open!” Sometimes beauty
(natural or man made) can open a door through which
we may see God’s Glory, and one perhaps through which
God’s glory may flow down to Earth. For Brian and
Christine the full glory of heaven is a reality but for us
there are still things which can show us a little piece of
Heaven, a taste of the Kingdom to come, a moment to
catch us off guard and blow our hearts open.

Have you had any such moments recently? If not
perhaps like Brian you need to seek them out, or per-
haps like Christine you need to be open to the simple
beauty around you.

I know I ought to do more of both.

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Report of PCC Meeting 17th January 2011

Vicar’'s Report:

Tim told the meeting regretfully that John Dancy has
resigned from the PCC; due to ill health he is currently unable
to attend meetings. Though his term of office was due to end
in April, the PCC will miss his wise counsel, and wish him well.

Bishop Tim has given approval for Julyan to officiate at
communion - he will do so for the first time on 23rd January.

Construction work at Mousehole school is still halted,
but the children are able to use part of the extension and
everything is weather tight.

Fabric Report:

The windows restoration project is now successfully
complete. Study of the wooden east window in the north isle
suggests some simple repairs are necessary - an expert joiner
is needed. The churchyard wall has now been repaired.

A request for continued domestic usage of a strip of
land at the edge of the Cholera Field was approved. The
Diocesan legal team have provided a contract.

Hall Report:

A request for help from the Parent and Toddler group
was approved. It was agreed that the group is to be
encouraged as an important element of our church’s outreach.

Finance Report:

While still awaiting final year end figures, it appears
that we more than covered our costs in 2010, with a small
credit balance to carry forward. The finance sub group of the
PCC is still meeting, to plan different ways of keeping finance
matters to the fore.

Past/Future Events:

All the Christmas services appeared to go well - the crib
service in particular was very well attended. The Christingle
collection for The Children’s Society was less than in the past,
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and thought will be given for ways of encouraging giving. The
Taize service on 16th had met with a mixed but generally
positive response.

The remainder of the meeting was spent in group dis-
cussion of the forthcoming ‘church review’ day on 20th March.
This will be launched on 6th February at a meeting in church
following the all age service. All are welcome; it is really im-
portant that as many as possible come along to the meeting
to find out what is planned, and to spread the word to any
who can’t be there.

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Planned Obsolescence: by Trevor Walker

The term “planned obsolescence” will be familiar to
anyone who bought a new motor car in the last ten years and
suffered the failure of some ‘gizmo’ which could not be
mended, only replaced at a wallet-stinging price. It's an idea
which many associate with the 20th century and the Ameri-
can, Henry Ford; I recall having 1960s Fords as company cars
which seemed to perform adequately until about 37000 miles
and then started to fail.

But the practice of planned obsolescence “which keeps
the great body of trade in motion” is commented on in 1690
by the entrepreneur Nicholas Barbon in his Discourse On
Trade. You could call it the "Waste and Want Not” approach to
economics and seems to be particularly favoured by
government organisations and quangos who are spending
other peoples’ money.

Most of us who have passed Man’s Planned
Obsolescence of ‘three score years and ten’ were raised on the
principle of "Waste not — want not”. I well remember my
mother scraping spilt sugar back into the bowl on the basis
that those who took the most sugar got the most dirt and
what you didn’t eat at one meal you got at the next in some
form or another.

But in my later years in the scrap business I came up
with its exact opposite in a period when we had clearance
contracts with both the American USAAF based at British
airfields and several arms of the United Kingdom Atomic
Energy Authority and its darkly associated weaponry side.

Our experiences in our USAAF waste clearances went
way beyond the principle of planned obsolescence. On one
occasion we found 21 Dimplex oil-filled radiators on the scrap
heap and, in nearly every case, all that was wanted was a
change of fuse in the plug but they couldn’t be bothered. Our
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own boss gave us the opportunity to buy these at knockdown
prices and I had three which kept our home warm for years.

On another occasion we were astonished to find a
Volkswagen Beetle on the scrapheap which had been perfectly
serviceable until someone cut it into two halves with an
acetylene torch. The vehicle had been left behind by a
serviceman returning to the States and, apparently, he hadn’t
filled in the correct paperwork to get it home.

Their British counterparts in the UKAEA had a pyramidic
organisational structure of pay grades based on the number of
staff below you on the scale and the size of their annual
budgets; they had their own way of making sure that budgets
were spent.

In any 10 ton load of scrap tab cards — one of the
highest grades we handled — you could almost guarantee that
3 tons minimum had not been used. I once stood waiting
while brand new comptometer machines were taken out of
their packing cases to be smashed with a hammer before
being thrown on the lorry. On another occasion, a lorry load
of scrap bedding — and what was the original requirement? —
turned out to be sheets, pillow cases and blankets still in the
delivery wrappings.

Sure, we made money out of this profligacy but it al-
ways troubled my conscience. And I dare say that our present
National Debt contains plenty of instances of its continuation.

Three Villages Youth Project
- What's happening

As many of you will know, the 3VYP was set up to
empower children and young people in the three villages
and to help build their self-esteem and confidence. How
the
project has supported young people in our parish has
changed regularly year on year. For a long while there
was an early evening club for ‘up to tens’ in Paul and one
in Mousehole for young teenagers, while Newlyn became
the centre for a variety of formal and informal activities
based around music, dance and sport, and discussion of
life issues including alcohol, drugs and sexual relations.

You may well feel that things have gone quiet this
past year or so, and that there are fewer things
happening. We (the trustees) have not done enough to
keep our local supporters up to date on changes and
activities. This article is intended to start putting that
right.

Over the past two or three years several things
have impacted on the project and changed the pattern
and style of the work we do:

e Voirrey Palmer worked tirelessly for the project from
its inception, helping to set it up and really getting it
going; she became unwell and eventually had to stop
work. Jen Lawry (also with us from the beginning,
first as a volunteer) took over from her as the
project’s full time youth worker and has ably taken
the good work forward. Jen is much closer in age to
the youngsters than she is to us trustees and has built
good relationships and a strong empathy with her
‘clients’.
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The ‘club’ activity depended on volunteers; Paul and
Mousehole received great help from members of Paul
church while Newlyn got more help from Julyan
Drew’s congregations. Without that help the clubs
could not have existed.

The Mousehole club was very popular and successful
for a long time, with as many as 40+ attending. But
as time passed the ‘founding’ members grew up (and
some became volunteers themselves), and as society
and childhood habits changed the club no longer
provided what they wanted. They were consulted
about summer activities last year, but despite that
there was little actual take up.

The children attending the Paul club were all much of
an age; most eventually went ‘down the hill" to
Mousehole; no new children joined and there were
insufficient numbers to continue.

Jen had a delightful baby girl last year - Sophia. She
worked almost to the birth and then has had a spell of
maternity leave. During that time we arranged
professional cover through Corrina and were
supported by a number of younger volunteers. But
with 100% of our paid staff on maternity leave we
also decided to scale back on our activities for a few
months.

Jen is now back at work, with Corrina continuing to
give a few hours of support, and her immediate focus
is on researching what our children and young people
need and want. This is taking place through local
schools and in conjunction with other bodies in
Penzance (such as YMCA).

Funding is rarely available these days for meeting a
charity’s everyday running costs. Providers are
encouraged to team up with others in the same field
to deliver specific projects. For example 3VYP has
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worked with young people and Newlyn Gallery on an
art project as well as with the Police, the YMCA and

others. We are always looking for new projects, and
discussing needs with other providers.

In summary, there are large numbers of children and
young people in our parish who want the interest and
stimulation that 3VYP has provided. We are researching what
we can best provide, and will be relaunching the project in the
Spring. At the moment activities are mainly based in The
Centre, Newlyn, but we also have more informal contacts.
Corrina, for example, meets youngsters in her camper van for
chat, perhaps some fun on the beach and food and drink.
That's an example of taking the ‘club’ to the young people
rather than bringing them to a building.

We are very appreciative of your generous support
over the years, be it of your time, money or simply
commitment to what we are trying to achieve. Paul
Church donates a regular monthly amount to our funds,
and Lent Challenges in the past have raised considerable
amounts. At the moment the project is in a relatively
stable financial position, but the world of small local
charities has never been certain or easy. In the current
climate we can certainly expect less funding from local
authorities and the public sector.

We will let you know more about the re launch
nearer the time. In the meantime if you have any
guestions please feel free to contact Tim our vicar, Jane
Haward or myself. We are all trustees., Tim has the
additional delight of being treasurer and I am secretary.

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THE TWELVE DAYS OF CHRISTMAS

Many of us will have sung this carol over the Christmas
period and some will have thought it rather strange if not silly.
But the song actually has its origins in religious symbolism
and with serious purpose. It dates from a time of religious
persecution and was written as a kind of secret catechism that
could be sung in public without fear of arrest. In fact, a
learning or aide memoire for Christians! Each element is a
code word for a religious truth. The twelve days of Christmas
are the twelve days between Christmas Day (December 25),
the birth of Jesus, and the Epiphany (January 6), the arrival of
the Magi (The Wise Men) and the revelation of Christ as the
light of the world.

The partridge in a pear tree is Jesus.

The two turtledoves are the Old and New Testaments.
The three French hens stand for faith, hope and love.
The four calling birds are the four Gospels.

The five gold rings recall the Hebrew Torah (Law), or the
Pentateuch, the first five books of the Old Testament.
The six geese a-laying stand for the six days of creation.
The seven swans a -swimming represent the seven gifts
of the Holy Spirit.

The eight maids a-milking are the eight Beatitudes.

The nine ladies dancing are the nine fruits of the Holy
Spirit.

The ten lords a-leaping are the Ten Commandments.
The eleven pipers piping represent the eleven faithful
Apostles.

The twelve drummers drumming symbolize the twelve
points of doctrine in the Apostles Creed.

The “true love” in the carol refers to God himself and the
“me” receiving the gifts is every Christian.

If you think Jesus being symbolized as a partridge in a
pear tree sounds blasphemous you only have to read Luke 13,
verse 34 and Matthew 23, verse 34:- “Jerusalem! Jerusalem!
How often would I have sheltered thee under my wings, as a
hen does her chicks, but thou wouldst not have it so.”
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For our more sceptical readers ... Wikipedia says:

The meaning of "The Twelve Days of Christmas," if it
has any, has yet to be satisfactorily explained. According to
The Oxford Dictionary of Nursery Rhymes, "Suggestions have
been made that the gifts have significance, as representing
the food or sport for each month of the year. Importance
[certainly has] long been attached to the Twelve Days, when,
for instance, the weather on each day was carefully observed
to see what it would be in the corresponding month of the
coming year. Nevertheless, whatever the ultimate origin of the
chant, it seems probable [that] the lines that survive today
both in England and France are merely an irreligious
travesty."

A bit of modern folklore claims that the song's lyrics
were written as a "catechism song" to help young Catholics
learn their faith, at a time when practising Catholicism was
discouraged in England (1558 until 1829). There is no s
ubstantive primary evidence supporting this claim, and no
evidence that the claim is historical, or "anything but a fanciful
modern day speculation.” The theory is of relatively recent
origin. It was first proposed by Canadian English teacher and
hymnologist Hugh D. McKellar in an article, "How to Decode
the Twelve Days of Christmas," published in 1979. The idea
was further popularized by a Catholic priest, Fr. Hal Stockert,
in an article he wrote in 1982 and posted online in 1995.

Variations in lyrics provide further evidence against the
"catechism song" origin. For example, the four Gospels are
often described as the "four calling birds," when in fact the
phrase "calling birds" is a modern (probably 20th century)
phonetic misunderstanding of "colly birds" (blackbirds).

So ‘you pays your money and you takes your choice’ as they
say -(and where does that saying come from? Anyone?)

Incidentally, and showing my ignorance, what are the seven
gifts, the eight Beatitudes and the nine fruits? Answers on a
postcard please..... see next month's issue.

And now they see this elderly man drop his cane on the
floor. With great difficulty, he lowers himself and sits down
next to Tim, and worships alongside him so he won't be alone.

Everyone is overcome with emotion..... When the
minister gains control, he says "What I am about to preach
you will not remember. What you have just seen you will not
forget”.

Extra chairs were needed at the January meeting
to accommodate all the members and guests who turned
up to hear best selling novelist Patrick Gale regale us
with stories about the background to his award winning
books.

And what a treat they had in store as Patrick
explained it was the first talk he had ever given to a WI
and it would be his only speaking engagement for the
whole year as he was busy writing another book!

And what a fascinating night it turned out to be.
One of Patrick’s books “Notes from an Exhibition” shot
him to fame when it was short listed as "Best Read of the
Year” by the highly influential television presenters
“Richard and Judy”. But before that he was already a
well-known writer having published a number of books -
many of which are still in print and sell world wide.

Always interested in writing since a small boy
Patrick explained he had never had a “grown up” job
although he had taken several unusual ones such as
typist or singing waiter to eke out his meagre income
whilst trying to get his first books published.
